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CD Operation

100 Make sure the power is on.

200 Push cD / Radio button. The CD display will O
show (- -).

30 Push open / close button on remote to open
CD drawer.

4[] insertcbin tray with the label side of CD O
facing up.

50 push the open / close button again to close 0
the CD drawer.

6] Push play / pause button on remote to begin 0
playing the CD.

70 To stop playing, push the stop button on O
remote.

80 To skip to different tracks, push the back skip O
or forward skip button on the remote.

When the whole CD
is finished, it will automatically start from the [
very beginning of the CD and play it again. [
